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THE DOLLAR SIGN $- THEORIES OF ITS ORIGINS

Since the symbol is more recent than the name, and the
origins of the latter are well understood, one might expect
that the origins of the sign would also be known for certain
particularly when the origin of the British pound sign, £,
which is far older, is well -established. However that is not
the case with regard to the dollar.

Perhaps this is less surprising when there has been
controversy over the origin of the sign for the European

1999. (It has been claimed that the euro sign was invented by
Arthur Eisenmenger more than a quarter of a century before
the currency was introduced). Nevertheless a number of
theories about the origin of the dollar symbol have been
proposed.

The United States Abbreviation Theory

One of the most popular theories is that the dollar sign is
derived from the initials of the United States. If you
superimpose a capital "U" on a capital "S" then drop the
lower part of the "U", what you end up with is a v ersion of
the dollar symbol with two strokes. This theory was
