Basic Set, Proof (196%resent)category. This is the same
set that was exhibited at the BNA's Gold & Silver Expo
and took the First Place Prize this past April. "Winners
were selected based on their set display and a brief
explanation of why they should be selected for a
scholarship," said BJ Searls, Set Registry Manager.
"James is a father of six and is actively involved in the
Buffalo Numismatic Association. He's the Scouting and
Youth Coordinator for the club. In addition, he has
instructed over 850 Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, siblings and
parents on the Coin Collecting Merit Badge. He hopes to
pass on to youths in his area what he learns from the ANA
seminar. His entry had a great description of his set with
detailed information and images for each coin," continued
Searls.

"Summer Seminar is the best educational experience in
numismatics," said ANA Executive Director Larry
Shepherd when the joint ANA -PCGS scholarships were
announced in April. "Our students learn from the best
instructors in the hobby, interact with fellow numismatists,
make new friends, expand their knowledge and, each year,
find something new to get excited about."
